	Ms. Gee suggested the Director’s meet at a central location to attend a strategic brainstorming/planning session to establish PDMP sustainability and suggest fund raising ideas.  DOH will propose dates based on meeting space availability in Tallahassee for an onsite discussion of the strategic funding for the next 3 to 5 years.

Director Janes suggested reaching out to EOG and AG for initiatives that take the PDMP back to formal state funding as a discussion point.  Ms. Gee recommended DSO send a letter to AG and Governor regarding the possibility of the state matching funds raised by the Foundation.

Motion by Janes, second by Kahan for Chairman Bowen to send a letter to Governor and Attorney General on behalf of the PDMP Foundation outlining successes of the PDMP and Foundations funding raising strategy and two offices consider desire and feasibility legislative funding for the PDMP in the next legislative session as part of the budget request being considered.  Motion carried.
Director Janes provided a historical perspective on pharmaceutical manufacturers’ donations to the PDMP.  Currently there are restrictions imposed on prescription drug manufacturers’ ability to donate to the PDMP, whether the donation is direct or indirect.
