	Mary Clark, Joyce Masterson and Barbara Howell, DOH Finance and Accounting, provided an update to the Board regarding the statutory responsibilities of direct support organizations to provide an annual financial audit of its accounts and records to be conducted by an independent certified public accountant.  The audit report shall be submitted within 9 months after the end of the fiscal year to the Auditor General and state agency.  

Ms. Poston and Mr. Steele will work with DOH Finance and Accounting Unit to provide a balance income statement.

	PDMP Update
	Erika Marshall
	Ms. Marshall reported there are over 35.5 million records in the database with 11,395 health care practitioners accessing 750,000 patient advisory reports since October 17, 2011.  Law enforcement agencies have appointed 616 officers who have been authorized to request investigative reports.  Of those, 438 officers have requested 6,984 reports since November 14.

The PDMP staff has provided outreach to   doctor’s, Florida Pharmacy Association meeting, DEA Agents regional meeting, Pharmacy Diversion Awareness Conference sponsored by the DEA, Drug Abuse Awareness Webcast sponsored by DOH and FMA, Pill Mill Advanced Training sponsored by the Attorney General’s Office. 
The Director’s discussed the recent press release which focused on the success of the strike forces.  The PDMP was not mentioned.  The Director’s stressed the importance of the PDMP and how beneficial events such as press conferences could be used to raise awareness.  Sheriff Lamberti and Chief Hunker will work with Commissioner Bailey to increase awareness.

Brian Kahan requested information regarding prohibitions on who can donate and who cannot donate to this effort?  Ms. Poston advised prescription drug manufacturers are prohibited from contributing to the PDMP according to Section 893.055(10), F.S. Funds provided, directly or indirectly, by prescription drug manufacturers may not be used to implement the program.
