	Treasurer Steele reported that the balance of the checking account is $109,159.39 and the balance of the money market is $75,369.75, for a total of $184,529.14.
Treasurer Steele reported that the $20,000 check from Seminole County Sherriff’s office was received, and was not accounted for in the account balances.

	PDMP Update

	Ms. Marshall advised the Board that Access to the PDMP was granted to health care practitioners on October 17, 2011.  As of October 25, 2011:
· 16,861,635 dispensing records have been uploaded to the system since September 1, 2011 (includes records back to December 1, 2010)

· 3,718 prescribers and dispensers have requested access to the PDMP

· 2,222 prescribers and dispensers have been granted access

· 273 prescribers and dispensers have been denied access because the information provided in their registration request did not match their licensure data

· 1,223 prescriber and dispenser access requests are pending approval

· 10,854 Patient Advisory Reports have been requested by prescribers and dispensers

Ms. Marshall advised the Board that the PDMP was not awarded the 2011 Harold Rogers Enhancement Grant for the Law Enforcement Education project.  Ms. Marshall advised that the Bureau of Justice Assistance experienced a 17% decrease in their budget, which impacted the number of grants awarded.  Ms. Marshall advised that the all grant funds will be expended by June 30, 2012, and that the PDMP will continue to submit grant applications as solicitations are announced.

	PDMP Spending Plan Approval

	Ms. Marshall advised the Board that the PDMP program requests $168,793 for operating expenses for fiscal year 2011-2012, and that the PDMP carried over $ 67,301, from the previous year’s budget.
M/Steele, second by Lamberti to approve the PDMP’s funding request, to be paid semi-annually on December 1, 2011 and May 1, 2011.  Motion carried unanimously.

	Educational Opportunity

	The Board discussed the need to begin an educational campaign to educate health care practitioners on the existence of the PDMP and to demonstrate its use and value to patient care.
The Board discussed making presentations before medical associations and societies as well as law enforcement associations.

Ms. Kelley advised that she would be happy to participate in any way possible.

Chairman Bowen indicated that the Board needs some direction on how the Department plans to move forward with the Implementation and Oversight Task Force so that the Board knows its role in terms of education

Treasurer Steele advised that he attended the Bio FL conference in Tampa in Tampa October 23-25, where approximately 500 health care professionals were present.  Treasurer Steele distributed pamphlets prepared by Ms. Poston and Ms. Marshall on the PDMP Foundation as well as E-FORCSE.  He received overwhelmingly positive feedback, as well as some questions on fundraising issues.  Treasurer Steele will submit the questions for discussion on the next agenda.

	Fundraising Update:
Chairman Bowen advised that he followed up with Quality Care regarding their donation of $50,000 to the PDMP Foundation.  Quality Care indicated that they thought they were unable to make a donation because of their licensure status in Florida; however Chairman Bowen clarified that Quality Care is permitted as a wholesaler, not a manufacturer, and is therefore not legally prohibited from making a contribution.  Quality Care will need to re-address their donation and Chairman Bowen will follow-up.

Chairman Bowen advised that he sent letters to all of the Sheriffs educating them on the PDMP Foundation and seeking participation in the donation of asset forfeiture funds.  He advised that he will be sending a similar letter to all of the Police Chiefs next week.

Sherriff Lamberti advised that Attorney General Bondi received commitments from 28 of the Sheriffs throughout the state to donate asset forfeiture funds to the PDMP Foundation.  

Sheriff Lamberti advised that Monroe and Broward counties are in the process of seeking approval from their county commissioners to donate asset forfeiture money to the PDMP Foundation.  Sheriff Lamberti advised that this is a formality that all Sheriffs offices will go through in order to make the donation.

Sheriff Lamberti advised that these donations would be recurring year-to-year, and that he anticipates good participation.

Sheriff Lamberti advised that Police Departments also have asset forfeiture funds and that Police Chief Tom Hunker from Miami-Dade has shown interest.  Chairman Bowen advised that Chief Hunker has also expressed an interest in serving on the Board and that he encouraged State Surgeon General Frank Farmer to appoint him to the board.  

	
	
	
	Chairman Bowen further advised that Dr. Farmer solicited his input on whether to increase to size of the board to 11 members to assist in the fundraising efforts.

Treasurer Steele will reach out to Ms. Gleason and advise the Board on the outcome.
